Dear Families,
We will be focussing our lessons on the colour blue this week. Colours are all around us and this unit aims to make children more aware of the colour blue. Children will learn how mixing blue with different colours will create other colours. For example, mixing blue with yellow will make green. Similarly, the children will also learn that blue has connotations within society including sadness, cold and music. We also plan to teach children the connotations of blue within other societies. 

The following are some of the experiences we plan to provide in this unit at the service:

· Setting up a paint-store in the dramatic play area.

· Finger-painting with blue paint.

· Having a blue ‘Show and Tell’ day. Children are asked to bring a blue item for their home. This can be anything from a toy, clothes, figurine etc.
· Getting children to act out the different connotations associated with blue. Eg, feeling blue, cold, etc. 

· Making a blue collage. 

We believe it is important to create a link between the unit of work undertaken by your child at the service to activities you may do with your child. Here are some suggestions as to how to incorporate  activities related to the colour blue into your home.

· Adding a small amount of blue food colouring to a child’s snack.

· Mixing different colours to see which ones make blue.

· On car trips, get children to count the number of blue cars they see.

Have fun discovering the colour blue with your child!
