This week we are focussing on bubbles. All children love bubbles and we aim to provide many fantastic and fun learning experiences for your child. We intend to provide the following experiences for your child as we study bubbles:

· Washing dolls and dishes in the wet-area.

· Testing many bubble solution recipes. 

· Creating bubble prints. 

· Making bubbles with common everyday items along with bubble-wands.

We also believe it’s important to create a link between the unit undertaken at the service to activities undertaken when at home. Here are some bubble-related activities you may want to set-up for your child.
· Using bubble-bath when bathing your child. Let them stay in the water a bit longer and play with the bubbles and any bath-toys they might have.

· Allow your child to assist you when you are washing up. This will allow your child to develop an awareness of bubbles used for cleaning and also give them a sense of responsibility and improve their self-esteem.

· Prepare bubble solution (one cup of water and two table-spoons of liquid dishwashing detergent) and blow bubbles with your child.

Children will love the time spent with you discovering bubbles, it is fun and a little messy, just what every child wants!
