Dear Families,

There are lots of buildings a child is familiar with. Your home, grandparent’s homes, the library, the service are all examples of buildings a child is familiar with. This week, we aim to provide experiences that allow a child to discover different uses for different buildings, different kinds and different parts of buildings. Similarly, we aim to provide experiences regarding the construction of buildings and learn about the people who construct buildings. 

At the service we plan to provide the following experiences:

· Providing various materials for children to build with, including boxes, milk cartons, building blocks etc.

· Making a collage of items found on a building site.

· Playing with Lego.

· Setting up a building site in the dramatic play area.
To continue the link from what is learnt about in the service to activities a child undertakes at home, you could do the following:

· Point out important buildings near-by your house. Eg police stations, hospitals, fire stations etc.
· If there is a construction site near your home, drive or walk past with your child and point out equipment and workers. This can be done over time so the child can see a building being built from start to finish. 

Children are very interested in the world around them. Learning about buildings helps a child to become more aware of the world around them as the environment changes or grows.
