Dear families,
This week, we will be focussing on numbers. Numbers and the various ways they are used are crucial for a child to learn in order to live in society. This week, we will expose the children to the uses of numbers and the sources of numbers.

Some of the experiences we have planned to do at the service in relation to this unit are as follows:

· Measuring with scales and rulers at the science table.

· Creating charts and graphs.

· Making ‘number groups’ when playing outside. Eg, a educator calls out “Four” and the children must make a group of four.

· Using number cookie cutters in play-dough.

· Making collages of numbers.

Some experiences you could plan to have with your child are home in relation to this unit are as follows:

· Cook with your child and let them count out and measure ingredients.

· If you speak another language, teach your child to count in your home language.

· On car trips or when walking, get your child to count the number of a certain object they see, E.g. Blue cars.

· Finger paint numbers with your child. This will allow your child to develop writing skills without focusing on trying to hold a pencil as well. 

These activities will enable your child to develop an understanding of how important numbers are in everyday life. Have fun counting and learning with your child!
