Children are always curious about animals. Therefore, we are starting a unit on pets! During this unit we’re going to explore what animals people usually keep as pets, caring for pets along with characteristics, movements and sounds of different pets. We will also be learning about the occupations of people involved in caring for animals.

Some of the experiences we have planned in our pet unit include:

· Creating a dog-kennel for the dramatic play area.

· Reading books about pets.
· Learning about what different pets eat. 

· Drawing pictures with animals in the art area.

At home, you could include the following activities related to pets.
· If you already have a pet, get your child involved in the care of it.

· Provide magazines and newspapers and allow your child to create a collage of animals.

Remember, if you are thinking of adding a pet to your household to consider every aspect of its care before you buy a pet. Pets aren’t for everyone and there are many factors to consider before buying a pet. Consider things like allergies, yard-space and related expenses  before buying. However, it is important your child is not afraid of domesticated animals and this unit will help children realise how important animals can be.
