Dear Families,
This week we will be focussing on puppets. Young children find puppets magical and motivating. This week’s unit aims to teach children about the different types, kinds and movements of puppets. We also plan to teach the children about the cultural relevance of different types of puppets. 

At the service, we have some of the following activities planned involving puppets:

· Creating our own puppets out of a variety of materials.

· Making a puppet theatre out of a large appliance cardboard-box for the dramatic play area, then using it to put on puppet plays.

· Exploring various types of puppets including marionette, finger, hand, stick and shadow puppets.

· Pretending to be marionette puppets. After learning about marionette puppets, children will attempt to move around like they are on strings.
At home, you could do the following to incorporate and continue our theme:

· Making some simple puppets with your child.

· Paper-Bag Puppets can be made from brown paper bags and decorated with crayons.

· Sock Puppets. Everyone has a few loose socks lying around. Go to a craft store and buy some material for your children to make a face out of.

· Stick Puppets. Stick puppets can be made by attached a piece of decorated construction paper or a paper plate to a ruler or other type of stick.
· Children enjoy making up original or re-telling stories with puppets. Encourage your child to put on a puppet show for you and other family members.
By using puppets in their play, children will be able to express themselves creatively and imaginatively. Enjoy your child and their puppets!
