Simone and Cody suggested adding some music speakers they could Bluetooth their phones to so they could listen to relaxing music. 8_5_20 Both measures are being used by parents and we’ve learnt really useful information to help manage each child’s wellbeing and comfort. River’s mum notes when he’s had a bad night coughing (becoming rarer as his new medication has helped). Other things we’ve become aware of include new siblings, new food preferences, suspected food intolerances and reasons for bruises (fallen off bike).

All educators provide a range of opportunities to effectively address and respond to children’s needs for sleep, rest and relaxation throughout the day, individually and in groups.
We can see how educators effectively addressed the needs of tired children by introducing cushions, speakers and dimming switches into the rest and relaxation area.

	2. Practice is informed by critical reflection
	Theme indicators include:
Educators, the educational leader and co-ordinators consider and discuss social justice and equity implications of their practice decisions to ensure that practice takes into account the needs and rights of every child at the service.
The service’s approach to supporting and promoting children’s health and activity needs and outcomes reflects robust debate, discussion, and opportunities for input by all educators, and is informed by critical reflection on past incidents.
Through discussion and reflection educators identified that the needs of tired children weren’t being met and implemented changes to ensure equitable responses to all children’s rest and relaxation needs.

We can see how Miss Danni and Miss Sam worked directly with children and families to gather information and then implement changes to the physical spaces that would encourage tired children to rest and relax.
