Do you have the current Child Protection Qualification?
ACEC provides the current accredited course ‘CHCPRT001 Identify and Respond to Children and Young People at Risk’ through correspondence training. 
Persons in day-to-day charge and nominated supervisors must have child protection training. 
The approved provider of an education and care service must ensure that each nominated supervisor and each person in day-to-day charge of the service has successfully completed the child protection training required by or under the law of this jurisdiction, a Government protocol applying to the approved provider in this jurisdiction or otherwise required by this jurisdiction (under the ‘Education and Care Services National Law Act 2010’)
