	28_6_22  On a ‘walk through’ the Service the Nominated Supervisor noticed an educator was not engaging with the children. She mentioned this to the Educational Leader and asked her to reflect with the educator on the way children learn through social interactions and communication ie explore the socio-cultural theories that underpin the EYLF/MTOP. 

The educator understood more when they discussed the various intentional teaching strategies – and she now regularly uses them for example, while the children engage with loose parts. She also involves children in some of the cleaning activities to learn life skills etc.
