	9_8_22 The EL guided educators to include more natural elements and activities eg water play, activities with natural loose parts, outdoor meditation/mindfulness sessions.
11_8_22 The EL spoke to the approved provider suggesting they incorporate some natural features into outdoor spaces eg tree swing, fire pit and native bee hives.
15_8_22 Educators have noticed an improvement in children’s behaviour and concentration.
